The Life Safety Code and NFPA 1 are adopted by the State of New Hampshire as the base requirements within the New Hampshire State Fire Code.

NFPA 101 the Life Safety Code addresses construction, protection and occupancy features necessary to minimize danger to life from fire, including smoke, fumes or panic.  The Life Safety Code establishes minimum criteria for the design of egress facilities so as to allow prompt escape of occupants from buildings or, where desirable, into safe areas within buildings.

NFPA 1 Fire Code is a comprehensive, integrated approach to fire code regulation and hazard management. NFPA 1 contains extracts from and references to more than 130 NFPA codes and standards that address the full range of fire protection requirements for fire alarm, sprinkler, and life safety issues.

The application of this knowledge on projects managed by Bergeron Technical Services effects fire code inspection and review, construction document preparation and project administration.  Bergeron Technical Services is able to inspect, analyze, and make recommendations for compliance with NFPA 1 and the Life Safety Code in existing and new occupancies and to ensure that the plans and specifications created by design professionals for any project are in compliance with the Life Safety Code and other adopted building and fire codes.
